Fee Schedule 

Please note:  
NCCCO Certification is valid for 5 years. Candidates must  PASS their Recertification exam 
 during 12 months PRIOR to their expiration date. 
 
Candidates are allowed 2 attempts to pass the Written Recertification Core and Specialty  
Exams. Candidates that are unsuccessful after 2 attempts  must take and pass the regular Core 
and Specialty exams and will be required to pass Practical Exam for each specialty. 
 
Candidates who can document at least 1,000 hours crane related experience during their period 
of certification DO NOT need to take a Practical Exam to recertify. 
 
Certified candidates may take their Written Recertification Examinations up to one year prior to 
their date of expiration. The new five year certification period begins from the date of  
expiration of the candidate’s initial certification regardless of the date the recertification exam is 
passed. 
 
Candidates who are not certified in all specialties and wish to add a specialty may take the  
regular examination for additional specialty at the same time they take their recertification ex-
ams. 
 
Core Recertification Exam consists of 40 multiple choice questions (40 minute time limit) 
 
Specialty Recertification Exams consist of 10 multiple choice questions (25 min. time limit)
